The winery was developed in 
1870 by the decree of Emperor Alexander II and 
specialised in making sparkling wine. The wine 
was later used to serve the Russian Imperial Court 
in the 19th century.  
 
In 1896, Prince Lev Golitsyn, the godfather of 
modern Russian winemaking, came in with French 
specialists to make sparkling wines according to 
the classic méthode champenoise. Some of the 
classic wines are aged at least three years.
